It is a cold, hard fact that traditional referral sources
for vocational rehabilitation counselors and nurse case
managers are becoming more scarce and today’s
rehabilitation professional must expand his/her book
of business to keep businesses viable.

many professionals are now turning to non-attorney
representation work — assisting clients directly in

the SSDI / SSI application and appeal process. The
critical thinking skills, organizational skills, and
medical knowledge so important to being a good case
manager are also essential skills for non-attorney
representatives. Adding representation work also means
a steady source of new referrals not contingent on the
insurance referral system and it allows professionals to
have a portable referral base, since the Social Security
System is national and a representative can practice
in any state. This presentation encourages participants
to consider new referral sources not contingent on
insurance adjuster referrals.

GS004 Impact of the Great Recession on the
Employment of Americans with Disabilities
